At this time, there is no vending space available inside buildings because the buildings are small. Requests for displays will be
taken on an individual basis.

NO SMOKING, OPEN FLAME, ENCLOSED FLAME OR FIRES ALLOWED INSIDE ANY BUILDING.

Please let us know what you plan on selling, as we are keeping this WWII/Military/Civilian period related only. If you are unsure
if your merchandise is appropriate, we will let you know. There is no guarantee that you will be the exclusive vendor of any
type or product.

NO non-military, NO weapons, NO firearms sales allowed. No fireworks nor Pyrotechnics.
NO political items are permitted for sale.

They will be seen by the public/press, and we do not need
complaints that may reflect unfavorably upon our hobby and Menomonee Falls Historical Society. Multiple complaints or
refusal to remove offending merchandise may result in expulsion from the event.
